The HPA Athletics Emergency Team

The Emergency Team is compromised of The Certified Athletic Trainer (ATC).  The type and degree of coverage varies dependent on sport, setting, training or competition.  The first responder in some instances may be a coach or other institutional personnel.

Who will provide first aid?


The ATC, will be the primary provider of First Aid at an athletic contest.  Therefore the ATC must be informed immediately of any injury regardless of severity.  

HOME - In the event of a Medical Emergency

Acute Care - Acute care/First Aid in an emergency situation, should be provided by the most qualified individual on the scene.  Individuals with lower credentials should yield to those with more appropriate training.  Call my cell or send another player to my office to find me.

Activate EMS, Get the AED – Call 911. This may be done by anyone around the emergency scene.  However, the person chosen for this duty should be someone who is calm under pressure and who communicates well over the phone.  This person should also be familiar with the location and address of the sporting event.  This can be done while waiting for ATC to arrive on scene.





There are Two AEDs located in the Gym.  One is static, and will always be located on the wall outside the Athletic Directors office near the entrance to the Gym and Pool.  The other will be dynamic, with the ATC at all home sporting events.

Call campus security – Call 881-4006.  On duty campus security is responsible for meeting emergency medical personnel as they arrive at the site of the event.  In the event that campus security is not available, anyone familiar with the campus may meet and direct the emergency personnel to the scene.  Dependent on ease of access, this person should have keys to any locked gates or doors that may slow the arrival of medical personnel.

AWAY - In the event of an Emergency and no ATC is on site.

If there is no ATC present for an away event, the coaching staff is to follow this plan:

1. Acute Care – Provide care to the best of your ability.
2. Activate EMS (call 911) – Make sure that help is on the way.  Find out which emergency facility the student is being transported to.
3. Call Infirmary  - Call Carolyn Jarvill 881-4022 (office), 640-3245 (cell), 881-4301 (home), Infirmary will contact parents and provide the emergency facility with all essential information.
4. Call Parents - Coaches, make EVERY effort to call parents.  ALWAYS leave a message. Always leave MANY messages on every number you can get.
5. Call me for more help – 808-282-0601

Are emergency devices available, i.e. inhalers/Epipens, at all times and are coaches and athletic health care providers educated in the administration?


Athletes with medical conditions, which may require the use of emergency devices are responsible for having emergency devices such as inhalers and Epipens at all practices and games.  They may give them to the ATC, or coach to hold during the practice or game.
Is there an adequate communication system in place at all athletic practices and contests?

Depending on the sport, setting, training or competition, the system will differ.  For home practices the ATC will be in the Training Room or at practices accessible by cell phone.  For home outdoor athletic contests the ATCs will communicate by walkie-talkie and or cell phone.  Also for home outdoor athletic contests the ATC or Athletic Director will carry a cell phone.
